Using the Reading Trek in Class

1. Introduce the book to the whole class on an interactive whiteboard using the Reading
Trek map, and highlighting Deborah Hopkinson’s website and her layer as well as the
layer for illustratrator Stephen Alcorn.

2. View Henson and Peary-PBS World Explorers. (5 minutes)

View The Sled Dogs of the Arctic Circle (7 minutes) (TeachersFirst review).

4. Construct a virtual timeline using Timeline by ReadWriteThink. See the TeachersFirst
review with more ideas for using the tool.
